Exploring Products—Nano Fabric

Try this!
	1. Use the dropper bottle to squeeze water onto the nano and non-nano surfaces.
2. What happens? Can you tell which surfaces are imbedded with hydrophobic nanoparticles and which surfaces are not? 
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How is this Nano?
The way a material behaves on the macroscale is affected by its structure on the nanoscale. Fabrics, pans, and other materials can be coated with nanometer-sized “whiskers” that can repel water. Nano fabrics and non-stick pans are examples of nanotechnology.  

We can find many other examples of such things in nature all around us!  For example, Kale leafs repel water just like nano-fabrics and non-stick pans while iceberg lettuce does not.
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
